Pete Sheehan, VP of Client Solutions and State Initiatives, provides an update on the
APCD Scholarship Program.

Fifteen projects have been approved with a total of $303,902 of the $500, 000 total
available. There is one project in review totaling $9,687, and seven potential projects
with a potential of $150,000. Estimating $186,41 | remaining for the rest of this fiscal
year.

There have been no major changes to the pricing model in the last five years. CIVHC
prices have fallen behind current market rates for access to similar data and services.
We will be implementing the Tiered Pricing Model to bring it on par with other APCDs
and similar data warehouses to ensure long-term sustainability.

Market research reviewed pricing in Delaware, Virginia, Arkansas, and others such as
Maine. It is difficult to find an exact comparison as the states vary widely, using tiered,
standard , flat based on years, and ResDAC prices per person per year with an added
fee. But you can get a good sense of the ranges.

Our pricing will be based on tiers, which aligns with how the other states do their
billing. For example, ResDAC has two distinct tiers Academic and non-profit
researchers, and Innovators. The latter wishes to use the data to create a tool or
product that will be sold and have fees priced 28-42% higher.

We reviewed with and have received additional guidance from the board last week. This
is a preliminary review.

The categories we have developed are Commercial, Non-profit, Government, Colorado
or Out-of-State Academic Institutions and Researchers, representing Tiers | to 4.
We've tried to craft the model to give more flexibility to lower resource organizations,
that get discounts, with large organizations subsidizing them to some degree.

Testing the new model using 64 projects from calendar year 2023 would increase
earned revenue by 58.5% or just over $900,000 (not including the HCPF APCD Operating
and Enhancement Funding Contract with the State).

The model is currently being tested, revised, and reviewed with outreach for feedback.
Planned implementation this fiscal year.

Questions: Who are current uses, are they extending projects, and repeating requests?
Is there an option for subscriptions or APl access? Pete — We do get requests for
subscriptions, and it is on our radar to be able to do. Kristin - VWe are exploring more
options to provide data. There is public reporting data available on our website. We are
looking into ways to offer more data for free and lower costs.

Is the goal to generate substantially more revenue?! Kim requested to table this question
as it will be covered in her review.

Kim Bimestefer, Executive Director, Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, in
depth discussion of the upcoming required, by statute, the 5 year review of the
administrator of the CO APCD, currently CIVHC. Discussions are ongoing. Engagement
goal is to support CIVHC’s ability to meet current and future user needs efficiently and
effectively.
