Iden�ty is important and everyone 
has pronouns. Iden�fying our own 
pronouns signals to others that we 
respect and support their iden�ty 
without confla�ng gender and sex. 

Defaul�ng to the binary leaves many 
people out. Using people's correct 
pronouns has been shown to reduce 
suicide risk, especially among queer 
youth. Take a look at KFF’s report on 
how discrimina�on prevents 
members of the queer community 
from seeking out healthcare. 

Adding pronouns to your Zoom profile 
takes only a moment and helps foster 
inclusion in the workplace. Read 
through the steps here!
